Susan Zandstra spoke and explained that they are living on 87 acres and planning on a tree farm for Christmas trees.  They are currently living in a double wide and would like to build a new house while still living in the double wide.  They have 2 large septic tanks in preparation of the new house.

Zoning Supervisor Gross stated that our ordinances will not allow 2 houses on the same property.  You can apply for 90-day variance on your property for a total of 3 – 90 day permits.  

Township Attorney Leisman: it would be a dimensional variance.  The ZBA has the authority to change the timing of the variance.  Section 3.15 says only one dwelling per lot.  Erection of more than one principal building on a lot or parcel is prohibited.   Section 3.21 Allows a Temporary Special Use Permit.  The Zoning Administrator can issue 2 temporary special use permits but the third one the Planning Commission has to authorize.  
Supervisor Britton:  What happens if it is not completed in 2 years?

Township Attorney Leisman:  The Township Board could enforce action.  The ZBA could extend as well.
